Last fall, I worshiped in Bruton Parish Church located in Williamsburg, Virginia. The walls of that
ancient structure are covered with plaques dedicated to the glory of God in recognition of some person or
group of persons’ contribution to the building or maintenance of that House of Worship.

When St. Paul’s was established, rather than putting up plaques, we began a memorial book to note all of
the material contributions of our people to our House of God and our stewardship. Giving back is what
Christian Stewardship is all about: recognizing that everything we have is from God and we need to give
a portion back, in thanksgiving for God’s gifts to us.

One of us who certainly got the part about giving back was our brother, Milt Markley. Milt gave of his
time and talent to the catechetical class, the acolytes and servers, and to so many other ministries and
people in our congregation that nearly everyone knew who he was and of his works. Milt served on the
Worship and Music Committee on at least three different occasions over the last fifteen years. About a
year ago, Milt returned to the committee to help us figure out how to move from the nave into the
Fellowship Hall. 1 believe I can say, without fear of contradiction, that without Milt, that move and the

9 months we spent in the Hall, would not have gone nearly as smoothly as they did. He was a real stick-
ler for details, and mentioned every one of them during the course of our meetings! But he got the job
done: the risers were configured, the server stations were established, crucifix stands were designed and
installed, the route of entry and regress from the Hall was laid out, even the windows on the old doors that
looked into what is now our Narthex were painted black, thanks to Milt. For his work on the move alone,
we will be eternally grateful.

Unlike the rest of you, I don’t have a library of stories and anecdotes to share about Milt. In fact, when I
first met him, I must admit, I didn’t think he liked me much. It took me a while to look past a sometimes
gruff exterior and see the dry sense of humor he often displayed. But with time, we got to know each
other and a friendship began, the origins of which stretch back to a catechetical class retreat many years
ago. It was late, and the entire assembly was gathered around a camp fire for Vespers. Following the
brief service, everyone retired... everyone except Milt and me. I love a roaring camp fire and so did
Milt... and he built a good one. We stayed up until well past midnight talking about all kinds of things
all the while stoking the fire until we ran out of wood, then we too retired. | wish I could remember more
about that evening. Maybe it doesn’t matter. Maybe the important thing is that we remember Milt as a
friend, as a good and faithful steward, and a brother in Christ. Come to think of it, what else is there?

Here Comes Summer!!!

The school year is drawing to a close, but activities at the Hilltop Lutheran Neighborhood Center are not
slowing down one bit.

For example, the early childhood development program received a grant from the University of Delaware,
allowing teachers to begin a new literacy program for the children. The grant funds a teacher trainer to be
on site 4 days a week to coach the teachers and offer suggestions for transitioning to the new literacy pro-
gram. Feed back from parents indicate they notice changes in their children’s comprehension and are
excited about both the program and those changes.

This spring the Latchkey after school staff received some help in the form of students from the University
of Delaware and Del Tech Community College working in Hilltop’s homework room. The students from
U of D are education majors. The students from Del Tech are Human Service majors and are being paid
through the school’s financial aid work study program. Their presence has been a great support for the
other tutors. The group sizes are smaller and the supervisor is not nearly as overwhelmed as she once
was!

Finally, get ready because summer is right around the corner and that means summer camp at Hilltop.
Work is underway on the camp and the calendar is filling up quickly. This year some programs that were
once free are now charging a small summer fee, but not too much that the Center can’t handle it. This
year students will have the option to participate in both Tennis and Golf. Tennis is new for the summer
camp.

The only negative note for the summer was the notification that neither the city nor the state will have
summer youth employment this year. This also means that the city pools may not be open for the sum-
mer. We are looking into other options for swimming.

Many Hands Sharing God’s Blessings: The LCS annual free fundraising “Room at the Table” breakfast
will be held on May 5 at the DuPont Country Club. Organizers expect more than 300 people to attend. If
you would like to attend and have not already accepted an invitation, please call, and as long as there is still
room, we’ll fit you in. The theme is “Many Hands Sharing God’s Blessings.”

Collaboration and Partnership Are What We Do: In the face of the recent economic slowdown, non-
profits are being told that they need to work smart. One specific recommendation that comes p repeatedly
Is that nonprofits ought to partner with other nonprofits. To LCS that idea is anything but new. As a matter
of fact, partnering is key to almost everything we do. At our food pantries which served almost 36,000
people last year, we only serve clients who have been referred by another nonprofit. We try to leave the
interviews and eligibility to other churches or agencies, who then refer their clients to us. In our housing
programs, we also work with other social service agencies, especially when what we can give a landlord for
back rent or a security deposit, is less than what the client needs. Likewise while we do give each housing
client a 30-minute “financial education session,” we refer them to other established providers of financial
literacy assistance. In these ways, we work with literally hundreds of different partners.

It’s Nice to Be Appreciated: LCS Program Manager Sandy Betley recently got a letter that lifted the spir-
its of all of us: “Awhile back I visited your office for help. Honestly you were by far the nicest person I
had ever met especially for being in the kind of business you are in. In the end my family received the help
we needed. Thank you Thank you so much! Everyone there was so nice and professional. Words are not
enough...” In difficult times, it’s nice to know we’re having an impact.

Hope Dining Room project is a very worthy cause that serves hun-
gry people from this area. Volunteers from St. Paul’s serve a hot
meal every 3rd Wednesday of the month. It is located in Kings-
wood Methodist Church in Brookside.

It takes 4 people to cook between 9:30-1:00 and 5 people to serve
from 12:00-1:00. Clean-up is between 1:00-1:30. It’s not an easy
job but it is very fulfilling. Your support is vitally important to us
as we keep the helping hand out to those less fortunate than our-
selves. So please think about volunteering once a month or once
every other month.
